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Philosophy
At Johnsburg High School, we strongly believe that music has the ability to enrich every person’s life in unique and powerful ways.  Thus, our primary goal is to foster the development of a life-long relationship with music in every student.  Whether our students go on to be symphony musicians, doctors who play in a community band or orchestra one night a week, or simply music fans, our goal is for them to have a love, appreciation of music and music-making. 

Beyond the purely musical goals of the program, we also aim to develop students’ interpersonal and intrapersonal skills.  Teamwork is a requirement for both the concert bands and the marching band.  There are no “second-string” players in a band.  Instead each individual in the ensemble - down to the last chair player - plays a vital role in the quality of the whole.  The band is only as strong as its weakest player, therefor we focus on every individual student to succeed. We aim to improve and seek ways to improve our musicianship and life skills.  Each musical performance is unique and can never be perfect.  Even the best professional musicians spend their entire lives reaching for perfection, never quite attaining it.  These two characteristics separate music from other subjects and are what make it is such an irreplaceable aspect of a student’s education.
Given all of this, we are not in the business of producing only “conservatory players” who have ambitions to pursue music as a profession.  We are - very much - in the business, however, of developing a life-long relationship with music in every student.  Along the way we will also be providing and encouraging positive interactions and personal growth through the medium of music.  The road towards these goals is extremely rewarding, yet very challenging.  Only through positive effort on the part of everybody involved in the program can true excellence be achieved. 

Mission Statement
At Johnsburg High School Bands, we strive for excellence by fostering a life-long understanding, growth in, and appreciation for music. 

Specific Objectives
By the time a student graduates from Johnsburg High School, he or she will be able to demonstrate the following competencies to a high level of mastery:

1. The student will demonstrate - while standing or sitting - proper playing position, taking into consideration growth and motor ability.

2. The student will identify, define, and utilize the musical terms and symbols encountered in the musical literature being studied.

3. The student will perform music using mixed meters, changing meters, asymmetrical patterns, free rhythms, and non-traditional notation.  Additionally, the student will perform music using rest and note values through the 32nd-note.

4. The student will play all major and minor scales and arpeggios in as many complete octaves as possible within the legitimate range of the instrument at a variety of speeds, articulations, and rhythms.

5. The student will play a chromatic scale encompassing the legitimate range of the instrument, performed in eighth-note values at a minimum tempo of 120 beats per minute, with a variety of different articulations.

6. The student will identify key signatures and apply them to any music being performed.

7. The student will describe - as a consumer and performer - musical literature of various styles, composers, and compositional techniques.

8. The student will interpret music with historical perspective and style.

9. The student will demonstrate sight-reading skills in music containing moderately difficult rhythmic structures and keys.

10. The student will demonstrate instrumental techniques including the use of advanced alternate fingerings and positions, as well as advanced techniques that are idiomatic to the full range of the instrument.

11. The student will demonstrate the ability to balance and blend his or her tone-quality within a performing group.

12. The student will describe career and vocational opportunities in music.

13. The student will produce a controlled and centered tone-quality throughout the legitimate range of his or her instrument. 

14. The student will demonstrate the ability to perform an articulation found in the music in and style or period.

15. The student will produce a controlled and centered tone-quality throughout the legitimate range of his or her instrument.

16. The student will demonstrate the ability to perform any articulation found in the music in any style or period.

17. The wind student will demonstrate the ability to play within the equal temperament system of intonation.

18. Percussion students will play with expertise all instruments utilized in the band repertoire.

The student will attend class regularly with music, instrument, musical equipment, and a sharpened pencil.  Additionally, the student will complete homework assignments, pay attention in rehearsal, and participate fully in class and all performances.

Habits of Work/Participation (40%) 

"Habits of work" is a broad idea that encompasses such criteria as daily preparedness and responsibility. Students are expected to make daily improvements in their abilities and work habits. Musical ensembles will define this area further to meet specific expectations unique to their ensemble. An unexcused absence from a rehearsal (during school or outside of regular school hours) will affect this portion of the semester grade. Coming tardy to class will also affect this portion of the semester grade. You are expected to be in your seat two minutes after the bell rings. Missing any items during rehearsal will also affect the student’s grade in this portion. 
Concert Performance (30%) 

Punctual attendance is required.  To receive full points, you must:

1. Be on time

2. Be dressed in concert attire

3. Behave appropriately during the duration of the concert

An unexcused absence is a loss of 30% of your grade. 

Excused Absences In order for an absence from a rehearsal or performance to be excused, a note or phone call from a guardian must be received, reviewed and APPROVED by the director as soon as the student knows of the conflict. You will know if the absence is excused if the director sends an e-mail/phone call back to the parent/guardian. In the case of an unavoidable emergency, a note or phone call must be received on the student immediately! Notification as early as possible allows the ensemble to make adjustments so that every other student, and the program, is not affected. You will have a schedule of events well in advance; take care of problems before they happen!! Jobs will not be excused. The only excuses that will be accepted after performances will be those involving unavoidable emergencies and sickness.

Testing/Written Assignments (30%)

There will be two major auditions taken place during the school year. The first will be immediately after marching season for chair placements and a grade. The second will be at the end of the last school semester. You will given the music ahead of time by Ms. Widomska with plenty of time to practice. 

The audition will include the following:

1. All Major/Minor Scales (Each wrong note is 1/2 a point deducted  from the grade)

2. Two Excerpts assigned by the director

3. A Sight Reading Excerpt

You will be graded by a rubric which will be provided for you at the beginning of the school year. This will include rhythm, tone, note accuracy, and intonation. Please ask Ms. Widomska for any help with the excerpts and scales. I will never deduct your grade for coming in early to ask for help. 

You will also be asked to occasionally attend sectionals and play concert music for a grade. 

There will also be two big writing assignments during the school year. Students will need to go to a performance outside of JHS Bands and write an evaluation of the performance. A rubric/instructions will be provided on the JHS Bands website. You will need to staple a concert program with your written portion. These will be due the last day of the semester. 

In addition, there will be concert reflections assigned after each performance. 

Attendance

Please examine the calendar carefully to avoid conflicts. Work schedules, other non-school activities, and family trips must not interfere with the schedule. Students that enroll in other school activities such as athletics, choir, drama, etc. need to plan ahead to resolve unavoidable conflicts. Ask to receive a complete semester calendar from all of your activities so that you can have the maximum amount of time to work out potential conflicts. The Director of Bands will work together with other teachers, coaches, directors of various activities to work out conflicts. Each student will be given every opportunity to participate in other activities. Other groups, organizations or businesses that may change schedules or make demands of students on short notice should not interfere with the JHHS Band long term plans. Similarly, any short notice changes in the Band schedule should not affect other activities! long term plans. Non-school sponsored activities, teams, organizations, jobs MUST NOT CONFLICT WITH THE PERFORMANCE SCHEDULE OF THE BAND.

Discipline

Discipline is a quality that must come from within the individual. Because of this fact, each student is responsible for his or her own actions as a member of the JHS Band. Any student who shows an inability to work effectively in class may be re-assigned to another non- music class at the discretion of the Director.

The Band is governed by School Board policies anytime we are together for any band function whether it involves all students or only one. 

The General Release form that you sign at the end of this handbook will be in effect throughout the year for trips related to Band. Any student that violates school rules while with the JHS Band will be subject to all official school disciplinary action. In addition, those students will be subject to dismissal and will not continue to perform or travel with the band. 

If students continuously show poor behavior their letter grade will be lowered by one full letter grade as well as a phone call to the principal, social worker, and parent/guardian. If the behavior continues, the Director of Bands may dismiss the student from participation in the course. 

Rehearsal Etiquette 

All members will be present in their seats or in “block band” (marching band) at the designated time for rehearsal. This simple procedure involves each member arriving 10 minutes before the scheduled after-school rehearsal time. They should assemble equipment and music, take their place in the rehearsal setup and perform their personal warm-up or work on “trouble spots” in the music to be rehearsed. 

During regular class, two minutes will be allotted to assemble equipment, find their spot and go through their personal warmup.

All talking and warm-up should cease when the Director steps on the podium. During the rehearsal you will be expected to give your undivided attention and cooperation to the Director. When rehearsing of individual sections takes place, all other sections should sit quietly and listen to instructions being given to that section. Stops happen to advise individuals and sections on problems that are heard during the rehearsal. 

Unnecessary talking cuts down on the effectiveness of the rehearsal and it wastes all of our valuable time. The sections that are not being worked on can be spent by practicing difficult sections by practicing the fingerings. Pencils are required at each rehearsal and will affect the students grade if pencils are absent. 

All evening rehearsals will begin at 6:30pm and end at 8:30pm throughout the first quarter.  Band camp rehearsals will be from 8 a.m. to 12 p.m. and 6 p.m. to 8:30 p.m. each day. Be sure to arrive with enough time to get what you need for rehearsal and get to the field. This means that we begin working at playing at the allotted time. If the student enters the door at 6:30pm then they will be considered tardy. 

The Johnsburg High School Marching Skyhawks / Color Guard 
The Johnsburg High School Marching Skyhawks, begins rehearsing in the summer and continues through the football season.  Performances include all home and away football games, pep rallies, Half-Time Shows, parades, and NIU Band Day.  This ensemble is unquestionably the most visible performance group in high school, therefor students must consistently show respect and pride in uniform. 

Color Guard

The term “Color Guard” has been handed down from the era of military marching bands, originally referring to those who presented and “guarded” the American and military flags - the “colors”.  Nowadays, the term refers to the marching band members who add visual impact and color to the musical performance in a challenging activity that combines equipment work (flags, rifles, sabers) with dancing, and marching.

Auditions for the guard are held in the late spring and are open to all Skyhawk students.  Color guard members are not required to play a musical instrument and be enrolled in band class.  Specific audition requirements vary each time, but often will include equipment work, movement, and marching fundamentals

Color guard participants are full members of the marching band.  Therefore, they are expected to participate in all marching band activities, to help in fund-raisers, and are required to follow all applicable rules and regulations contained in this handbook.

For this season, we will hold clinics once a week led by Ms. Widomska and possibly an additional instructor. We will meet in the band room and go over fundamentals of spinning and go on possible field trips to watch winter guards and drum corp. color guard groups. 
Participation Fees
The JHS Bands in conjunction with the JHS Music Boosters do their best to defray the operational cost of running a band program.  However, there are still activities that we participate in and certain items of ownership that we require our students to contribute:

Marching Band Fee: $50.00

Covers the cost of hiring staff, music arrangers, drill writers, paying festival registration fees, and other miscellaneous supplies needed for the marching band program.

Marching Band Shoe Fee: $15.00 used/$30.00 new

Each student in the marching band is required to own their own shoes.  This is the only part of the uniform that students are required to purchase.  This is a four year investment.

School Instrument Rental and Percussion Fee: $70.00

If you are using a school-owned instrument we will require a $70.00 annual fee to cover the cost of any repairs and an annual cleaning/flushing of the instrument following its return.  This fee also guarantees that if any repair is needed during the school year regardless of how severe the damage, the repair will be free and a replacement instrument will be provided for the duration of the repair.  This protects the parents, students, and school financially.

Mouthpiece: Various costs depending on instrument

All wind players will be required to own their own mouthpiece.  With H1N1 and other various communicable diseases this is in the best interest of all musicians!  DO NOT SHARE MOUTHPIECES!  

* If the student decides to discontinue being in the Band Program they will not receive a refund on any fees, items, rentals, and additional cost. 

Recommended Instrument/Accessories List

It is recommended that high school students do not use their “beginning band” instrument past the 8th grade. Those instruments are designed for smaller bodies and are built to withstand the physical abuse that young students may inflict on them. Better quality instruments enable all students to learn more quickly and with greater ease. They are a necessity for each student to reach their full potential. The instruments and accessories listed below are recommended:

Supplies

All students should have the following supplies/accessories for their instrument:

A quality metal Straight Mute (trpt, tbn), and cup mute (trpt, tbn, fh) , cleaning cloth, cleaning 


snake, mouthpiece brush, valve oil or slide cream, tuner and metronome

Woodwinds:
Cleaning cloth, swabs, 6 or more good reeds at all times (keep a good reed separated for 


performances!), tuner and metronome

Percussion:

Snare sticks, timpani mallets, xylophone mallets, stick bag (all brands and types to be 


specified in the Fall)

Rehearsal Dress
The school dress code will be enforced at all rehearsals.  If any staff member determines that a student is inappropriately dressed, they will report the infraction to the director and the student will be sent home and marked with an unexcused absence.

Members are required to bring:

· Sneakers and socks 
· Clothes that allow for comfort and movement in all types of weather 
· Layered clothing when appropriate e.g. jacket, thermal rated clothing for cold weather
· Appropriately rated sun-screen
· Hats, sunglasses, and anything that can protect you from the elements
Performances, Uniforms, and Conduct
Football Games
One of the primary functions of the band is to support the athletic department at all home football games.  Report times are announced before each game and posted on the band website.   Football games are required performances.  

· In the Stands: All members of the band perform in the stands.  Music will be distributed throughout the season.  Stand seating is for band members only.  Friends will not be permitted to join you in the band seating area.
· On the field:  The band will perform a pre-game and halftime show.  Following halftime you will get the third quarter off, up to the 2 minute mark, and then return to the stands to perform for the duration of the game.
· Full uniform must be displayed properly at all times during games, unless otherwise stated by the director.
· The director will dismiss the band following a concert for ourselves at the end of the game.
· In the event of rain, we will reduce our exposure to the weather as much as possible.  You will still be expected to perform.
Uniforms
Marching Band Uniforms:

At the beginning of the season you will be assigned a uniform and it will be brought home.  You are responsible for maintaining the uniform appropriately while in your possession and bringing it to all performances.  At the end of the year, damaged uniforms will incur a replacement fee.  The average cost for a marching band uniform is $350.00.


Summer Uniform:  In the event of extreme heat as determined by the director, a summer uniform may 
be deemed appropriate in lieu of a full marching uniform for performances.  This would include the 
Marching Skyhawks Member Shirt, and khaki colored shorts.  

Band Shoes


All new and returning members must purchase black marching band shoes before the start of the 
marching season.  New shoes are $30 while used shoes are $15 on a first-come-first serve basis.  These 
orders will be placed through the high school.  Please make checks payable to Johnsburg High School.

Uniform Inspection and Maintenance


Before each performance, leadership members will perform a uniform inspection of every individual.  If 
a uniform part is forgotten it is your responsibility to fix the problem with the director’s consent before 
we perform or you will not perform.


It is extremely disrespectful to the program, community, and school when an item of the Band uniform 
is on the ground. If the director catches a part of the uniform on the ground the student will not be 
allowed to perform.

Replacement Fees


If an item is returned damaged, lost, or stolen a replacement fee will be incurred on the individual.  A 
written notification will be given to the student if such an issue arises.  Payment can be made only with a 
check or from funds taken from the student’s music boosters’ account.  


Concert Band Uniforms:


You are responsible for providing your own concert band uniform.  The dress is as follows:  


Men
·  Black (long-sleeved) button-down collard shirt
·  black dress pants
·  black belt
· black shoes (dress shoes/marching shoes)
·  black socks. 
Women 

· Black dress shirt or blouse
· Black dress pants 
· Black Covered toed shoes (Black flats are only appropriate is worn with black socks) 


Percussion/Jazz Ensemble Uniforms

· All Solid Colored Dress Shirts or Blouses (no patterned shirts)
· Black Pants
· Black Dress Shoes and Socks
Do not make any uniform alterations without the consent of the director.  Damaged uniform parts will incur a replacement fee for the item in question.

Community Events
The band performs at all JHS Home Football Games, the Johnsburg Saufen und Spiel Parade, the JHS Homecoming Parade, the District 12 Band Concert, JHS Boys Varsity Basketball Games, JHS Girls Varsity Basketball Games, the Johnsburg Memorial Day Parade, and the JHS Graduation.  

Itineraries will be given in writing to the students and also be posted on our website. Some unscheduled events may occur. In that event the director will give the students plenty of time to make arrangements to be there, or get in absence forms. 

Concerts/IHSA Contests/Festivals
The Concert band performs at the JHS Winter, Jazz and Percussion, Masterworks, and Spring Band Concerts held at the Johnsburg High School Theatre in the Round.  

The bands also perform in IHSA Solo and Ensemble and Organizational Contests.  All events are mandatory with the exception of the IHSA Solo and Ensemble festival.  Johnsburg is highly rated at the IHSA level and we want to continue our strong participation in the Solo and Ensemble and Organizational Festivals. Any student who participates in more than one solo/ensemble with a I rating will receive extra credit. 

Our percussion and jazz ensembles also perform at various percussion and jazz festivals throughout the year.  These performances are also mandatory.

General Conduct, Safety, and Member Behavior
Members must respect all band members, music boosters, staff, as well as any other individuals that we as a band encounter.  When with the band, every member is subject to school and district conduct, safety, and behavioral policies as well as those policies of hosting schools when traveling. You are ambassadors for Johnsburg High School whenever you are with the Band.

The following behaviors are not tolerated and will result in immediate disciplinary action:

· Smoking, drinking, or illicit drug use
· Poor sportsmanship including cursing, swearing, or the use of inappropriate language
· Hazing or Fighting
· The action, implication, or threat of physical/verbal abuse
· Theft
· Traveling separately from the band before or after a performance without the written consent of a parent
· Arriving late multiple times without written notification
Offenders will not perform at the day’s activities and will be reprimanded in accordance with school and district policies.

Traveling Behavior
The band travels throughout the year.  All district and school policies are in effect when traveling.  

The director may dismiss and send home any member, at their parents’ expense, that disobeys the rules or whose general conduct is detrimental to the trip and to the band. 

There is no playing in transit. This means whenever the Band is moving from point A to point B, instruments will not be played for any reason. 

Treatment of the Room

In order to keep the room organized students must not leave and of their belongings in the band room. Pick up after yourself and pick up if you see any garbage in the room even if it is not yours. We want to maintain a positive, safe, clean classroom. 

Do not lean on the stands in the room, and do not put any heavy items on the stands. We want to maintain their use as much as possible. Stands are very expensive so please put only your music on the stands. 

Do not put any food or drink in the storage room. Do not put any of your personal belongings in there and do not climb or hide in the cubbies. If a student is caught in or climbing the cubbies they will immediately receive a detention for not respecting band property. 

Individual Growth Opportunities

One of the important goals of our program is the development to the individual musician to the limit of his/her potential. To assist in reaching this goal, we strongly recommend participation in the following activities: Applied Private Instruction Excellence and achievement can be directly related to the quality of individual private instruction. The achievement of the JHS Band Program and the students that choose to participate can be directly linked to participation in private lessons. Private instruction is offered as enrichment, not remedial instruction. It is highly encouraged for the complete development of each student!s potential, but it is not required. A recommended list of private lesson teachers will be available to the students by request. Cost of the private lessons is born by the individual.

Additional Resources
The Johnsburg High School Music Department has several resources available to keep parents and students informed of the activities and performances in the school district.
